	Erupt
	When a volcano becomes active it ejects lava, ash and gasses

	Magma
	Hot liquid rock located under the Earth’s surface

	Tectonic Plates
	Huge slabs of solid rock that connect together on the Earth’s surface

	Tsunami
	A long, high sea wave caused by an earthquake or other disturbance 

	Dormant
	Volcanoes that have not erupted for a long time but may erupt again. 

	Extinct
	Volcanoes that are not expected to erupt in the future

	Active
	Volcanoes that have recently erupted and are likely to erupt again

	Magnitude
	The size and power of an earthquake

	Richter
	A scale of numbers used to tell the power (magnitude) of an earthquake

	Tornado

	A swirling funnel of air that forms when warm air rises from near the ground

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Crust
Thin outer layer. Hard rock. 10km-90km thick.

Mantle
Extremely hot rock that flows. 3000km thick.

Outer core
Iron and nickel. Mostly liquid with some rocky parts. 4000°C.

Inner core
Iron and nickel. Hottest layer at over 5000°C.
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
