A complex sentence is formed
when we join 2 clauses with a
connective: a main (or
‘independent’) clause, and a
subordinate (or ‘dependent’)
clause.

A compound sentence is
formed when we join two main
clauses with a connective.

A subordinating conjunction
(e.g when, i, because, since,
although) introduces a
subordinate clause.

A co-ordinating conjunction
(and, but, so, o) links two
words or phrases together as
an equal pair

‘An ordinal number is usually
formed by adding the suffix
iéme to the cardinal number,

eg deuxiéme, troisieme,
quatrieme.

In English, the usual letter
salutation is Dear. In French, it
is Cher to a male recipient, and
Chere to a female recipient.
